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Dear NES Applicant,

This document will provide you the information regarding the necessary standards,
qualifications and the process to be hired as a NRM-NES Staff. NES Staff is not a
certification level or accreditation. The following are the standards for NES Hiring:

Skiing

The instructor who wishes to be hired as a Nordic Education Staff must display skiing
skills recognizably above and beyond those normally displayed by qualified Certified
Level 3 instructors. In addition, the skiing standards required as Certified Level 3
instructors, Trainers must be able to ski exceptionally demanding conditions. They must
also be able to perform requested maneuvers within a highly structured situation.
Demonstration maneuvers of all ability levels must be performed in an exacting manner.
Adaptability to varying conditions and tasks must be second nature. Those who are hired
must show skiing ability that is respected by peers and employers alike as being near the
pinnacle within the profession.

Teaching

Since the Nordic Education Staff is the substance of quality for the educational program
within PSIA-NRM, nowhere else in the educational process of ski instructors can the
standards be as unyielding as here. The Nordic Education Staff must have an absolutely
thorough knowledge of the art of teaching, being able to readily demonstrate, use and
vary the spectrum of teaching/learning styles. As with their skiing, the Nordic Education
Staff must be the person(s) recognized by peers and employers as having such abilities as
educators that they rank among the very best in the profession.

Theory

Those hired as Nordic Education Staff must have an equally high degree of knowledge
and understanding in the area of theory as they do in skiing and teaching Nordic. This is
to say they must possess an unquestionably clear and thorough knowledge of all aspects
of contemporary skiing. They must be able to communicate in an intelligent and clear
manner at any and all levels of discussion relative to the technical aspects of Nordic
skiing. Their ability to analyze and construct meaningful ski teaching situations must
cover the entire realm of possibilities.

Along with the standards listed above, the instructor must possess the following
qualifications in order to be successful in their quest for NES Accreditation:

1. Know and understand the American Teaching system and its application and
relevance to teaching Nordic Skiing;

2. Know and understand the Skiing Model, the Fundamental Movements, and the
Fundamental Skills as skiing concepts, standards, and teaching tools;

3. Know and understand the Learning Partnership and Teaching Model and their use
for clinic leaders;

4. Know, understand and be able to apply the movement analysis model;
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5. Know and understand current trends in the industry, and how they affect current
teaching and skiing standards;

6. Emulate the highest level in presentation skills, facilitation, demos, and free skiing
so that you present a picture of an accomplished clinician with the ability to impart
knowledge, help peers and enjoy the sport;

7. Remember that we work in an industry that is large in its scope. You will need to
be current, informed, knowledgeable and thorough to help us make an informed
decision.

Attached you will find the Nordic Education Staff (NES) Hiring Process information
sheet and associated documents.  The NES Hiring Process Information sheet and
associated documents provide the necessary information and forms to begin and work
towards completion of the NES accreditation process.

You are the assets of this
organization, and the NES looks forward to working with you in your quest for NES
accreditation.

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Nordic Education Staff (NES) Hiring Process

The first step in the NES accreditation process is for the candidate to be approved by the
NES Staff as a NES-IT.  The process for a candidate to be approved by the NES staff as a
NES-IT is described below:

1. Prerequisites - Prior to applying for NES-IT, candidates must satisfy the following
prerequisites:

a) Current PSIA-NRM membership;

b) Actively teaching Nordic Skiing within the NRM Division;

c) Current employment by a Snowsports School or Nordic Center;

d) Nordic Certified Level 3 instructor.

2. Attendance at Fall Division Clinician & Examiner (DCE) training:

a) The candidate shall submit the completed NES-IT Application Form (Page 7)
to the PSIA-NRM Nordic Chair at least two (2) weeks prior to the Fall DCE
training;

b) The PSIA-NRM Nordic Chair shall inform the applicant within five (5)
calendar days of the receipt of the application regarding approval or
disapproval of the candidateÕs application;

c) The candidate shall enroll in the Fall DCE training in accordance with PSIA-
NRM procedures and pay all applicable fees prior to the event;

d) The candidate shall attend Fall DCE Training and be available for an
informal interview with a NES staff member following the event.

3. Informal Interview with NES Staff:

a) The candidate shall attend an informal interview with the appropriate NES
staff members subsequent to Fall DCE Training;

b) The candidate will be provided with feedback regarding his/her attendance at
Fall DCE Training, and informed of approval or disapproval as a NES-IT.

Once approved by the NES staff as a NES-IT, in order for the NES-IT to be approved as
a NES staff member, the candidate shall complete certain on-hill training tasks.  At a
minimum, the NES-IT shall complete the on-hill training tasks listed below:

1. The NES-IT shall audit/shadow the following:

a) One (1) clinic;

b) One (1) Level 1 Certification Exam;
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c) One (1) level 2/3 Certification Exam;

d) Lead one (1) clinic with a NES staff member as a mentor;

e) Lead one (1) Level 1 Certification Exam with a NES staff member as mentor;

f) Assist one (1) Level 2/3 Certification Exam with feedback from Lead
Examiner following the event.

2. Completion of the applicable Professional Development & Skills Proficiency Log
in conjunction with NES staff, the candidateÕs Snowsports School Director, peers
and alignment professional(s);

Upon completion of the on-hill training listed above, the NES-IT may apply to the NES
staff to be approved as a NES staff member.  The following procedure shall be followed
by the NES-IT and the NES staff to determine the candidateÕs qualifications to be
approved as a NES staff member:

1. NES Candidate Application Ð The NES-IT shall prepare and submit an application
to the Nordic Chair consisting of the following:

a) A cover letter, addressed to the current PSIA-NRM Nordic Chair, stating the
candidateÕs desire to be approved as a NES staff member, and listing the
contents of the application package, signed by the NES-IT;

b) The NES-IT/NES Candidate Personal Information Form;

c) Completed NES-IT/NES Candidate checklist;

d) Completed Professional Development & Skills Proficiency Log;

e) The Nordic Chair/Chief Examiner (CE) Recommendation Form;

f) The Snowsports School Director/Nordic Center Director Recommendation
and Clinic leading Hours Verification Form;

g) The required application fee;

h) Optional letters of recommendation (limit 3).

2. NES Staff Approval/Disapproval Ð Upon receipt of the application by the PSIA-
NRM Nordic Chair, the NES staff shall determine the approval or disapproval of
the NES candidateÕs application in accordance with the following procedure.

a) The candidate shall be informed in writing by the Nordic Chair if the
application is complete within ten (10) calendar days of the receipt of the
application, if the application is deemed incomplete, the application shall be
returned to the candidate with a request for additional information;

b) Once the application is deemed complete by the Nordic Chair, the current
NES staff shall vote to approve or disapprove of the candidate as a NES staff
member, the approval or disapproval of the candidateÕs application shall be
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made within twenty (20) calendar days of the application being deemed
complete, and the candidate shall be informed of NES staffÕs decision in
writing;

c) If the application is disapproved by NES staff, the candidate shall be
provided with written feedback from the NES staff to the candidate stating
the reasons why the candidateÕs application was not approved;

d) Note that placement in the active NES pool shall be determined by staffing
and scheduling needs, the staff memberÕs amount of involvement and
commitment to the Nordic community, and physical location of the events.
